The service began
with 35 LimeBikes being available
to rent on campus and they will be
spread out amongst seven location/
areas: Penafort Pool, Andreas Hall,
Browne/Dunspaugh residence
halls, Garner Hall, Landon Student
Union, Dominican residence

hall and the School of Podiatric
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Medicine. In addition to being
available to students, faculty and
staff, anyone from the community
can also rent a LimeBike by
downloading the app. LimeBikes
use a dockless service and are
GPS equipped, meaning renters
don’t have to return the bike to a
docking station and can leave it at
their final destination.

LimeBikes are weatherproof with
rustproof frames and include

puncture-proof foam tires and solar
panels that allow the bikes to charge
while sitting outside.

The Cushman School
Cushman’s Artist-in-Residence
Program. Now in its seventh

year, Cushman’s unique Artist-
in-Residence program began on
Monday, Jan. 29th, and culminated
with the presentation of impressive
sculptures displayed at the school’s
recent annual Gallery Walk event
on Feb. 2nd. This year, their Middle
School students explored the art of
sculpture with Ms. Christina Painter
and Mr. Dan Peterson focusing on
the theme, “Our Living Earth.”

The Cushman School first
introduced its one-of-a-kind
program in 2012. The objective was
to expose its Middle School students
to the creative process of working
with a professional local artist. The
selected artists, of all disciplines,
spend one week with students in

an enlightening and empowering
experience that teaches new

skills, stretches their imaginations
and promotes collaborative and
ensemble thinking. The outcome

of their week-long journey is then
presented at the school’s celebration
of visual arts event, Gallery Walk,
held on campus each winter.

The Artist-in-Residence program,
has featured diverse local artists,
such as Nina Surel in the completion
of mixed media installations focused
around the theme: “See the World
Through Our Eyes: The Power is

in the Message!” This in-depth
immersion (pictured here) involved
the analysis of critical global issues
including homelessness, animal
cruelty, religious extremism and
political corruption. In 2015,
musician Willie Stewart, worked
with students for a week that
culminated with a performance in
which all 120 students “drummed”

with one powerful voice. The
common thread each year is the
positive impact of visual arts in our
community.

He taps into the simple and pure
