to emit the sound of burning wood 
and foliage. As guests experienced 
the work, they drew back from the 
flames, even though they knew it 
wasn’t real. The visual effect was 
powerful enough to make it look 
and sound realistically frightening.

The installation dramatized one 
of our major ecological issues:
